The C Gas Plus is capable of operating on
compressed or liquid natural gas (CNG, LNG). With

The C Gas Plus can also operate on up to 100%
biomethane — renewable natural gas made from
biogas or landfill gas that has been upgraded to
pipeline and vehicle fuel quality. Biomethane fuel
is carbon dioxide (CO,) neutral and using it as fuel
reduces vehicle greenhouse gas emissions by up
to 90%.
